Viking box specifications

This viking box is a derivative version of the original Mästermyr chest. It has slanted sides and an interesting corner treatment. It has been modified in size to be made with one board, in a commercially available size. There are additional options to treat the joining of the bottom piece to the rest and there are several options on hinges and finishing treatments.

Materials needed:

A 1" thick, 10" wide, 10 feet long board (White wood, 12.45 $ at Lowes) This is a strong enough wood to make a box to sit on, and still soft enough to be able to work with hand tools. It is also light, and make the box portable enough for its size.

Dowels and wood glue - for the joinings

Hinges - as mentioned before, there are several options. You can choose to do wooden hinges, leather hinges, buy some modern hinges or join the blacksmith course to make your own.

Handles - there is an option to also add handles, either in rope or leather.

Work needed:

The board needs to be bought - either you buy them yourself or pay me to get the board for you. There will be an additional fee for dowels, glue and some wood treatments, that I can supply from my storage.

First all the box parts need to be cut apart. This will need to be done here on site. There is an option of doing by hand or by machine. For people that wants to use our machine equipment, they will have to go through a security briefing on the machines. For those wanting to use hand tools, we have a selection of saws, rasps, drills etc. If you have your own favorite saw/drill/chisel etc, please bring it.

The second step is to cut out all the small pieces to make the parts fit together. This can be done here on the Craft Wednesday nights, or at for example at Sunday practices as a side activity. I will be posting dates this will be available on Sundays, all Wednesdays are available unless stated otherwise in the on-line schedule on the Cynnabar webpage. If there is a Saturday available, this will also be posted in the calender and on the email list.

If you have problem attending during any of these occasions and you would still like to make a chest, you are welcome to contact me to arrange optional days/hours that you are available to come by and work.

Hopefully there is enough time to finish these chests before Pennsic. If there is interest, we can continue to work on them in camp.
